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THE BREAD OF LIFE EL PAN DE VIDA
Today’s Gospel has the crowd asking Jesus 
three questions. First, “When did you get here,” 
to which Jesus responds by rebuking them for 
their failure to grasp his miracle as a “sign,” 
an occasion to put faith in him. Their second 
question about accomplishing the “works of 
God” has Jesus respond that faith is the “work” 
that God wishes. Many scholars believe this 
is John’s answer to the faith-works dichotomy 
emerging in the early Christian community. 
Faith is the work of God in the believer, John 
would have us understand. The third question 
asked by the crowd is a request for a “sign” that 
would allow them to put faith in Jesus, as the 
manna in the desert allowed the Israelites to put 
faith in the Lord God. Jesus answers by revealing 
himself as the “bread of life” that “comes down 
from heaven and gives life to the world.”

What does the Church say about the COVID-19 vaccine?
The Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith (Vatican) the United States Conference of
Catholic Bishops (USCCB) and the Florida Conference of Catholic Bishops (FCCB) have
stated that it is morally acceptable to use the COVID-19 vaccines.

Is there a moral obligation to receive the COVID-19
vaccine?
Vaccination is voluntary. From an ethical point of view, the morality of vaccination
depends not only on the duty to protect one's own health but also on our moral
responsibility for the common good. In the absence of other means to stop or even
prevent the epidemic, the common good recommends vaccination, especially to protect
the most vulnerable in our society. In this way, being vaccinated safely against COVID-19
should be considered an act of love of our neighbor.

Is it true that there is a connection between some vaccines and
abortion?

There are currently three COVID-19 vaccines approved for emergency use in the United
States by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration: Pfizer, Moderna, Johnson & Johnson.
The cell lines used at various stages of development, production, and testing by these
three drug companies originated from the embryonic cells of an unborn child following
an abortion that took place several decades ago. These cell lines have been used for
decades in the production of many pharmaceuticals in common use.

Is it morally acceptable to receive the COVID-19 vaccines?
If it were possible to choose among a variety of safe and effective COVID-19 vaccines, the
vaccine with the least connection to abortion-derived fetal cell lines should be chosen. In
the United States, the Food and Drug Administration has currently approved the use of
vaccines from Pfizer, Moderna, and Johnson and Johnson. Taking into consideration the
gravity of the current pandemic, particularly here in Florida, and that there are currently no
alternative vaccines in the U.S., it is morally acceptable to use these vaccines despite their
remote connection to abortion-derived cell lines. Individuals can receive the vaccines in
good conscience with certain knowledge that the use of such vaccines does not condone
abortion nor promote future abortions.

Are the COVID-19 vaccines safe and effective?
The Church and her leaders are not and do not claim to be authorities on the safety and efficacy of the COVID-
19 vaccines. Such evaluation is the responsibility of biomedical researchers and drug agencies. People should
rely on information from authoritative sources in the field of medicine and public health, such as the Food and
Drug Administration and qualified health care professionals. The FDA affirms that the vaccines authorized for
emergency use in the U.S. have met all the safety and efficacy standards required for such authorization.

In Year B, the reading for the Transfiguration 
comes from Mark’s gospel. (The Transfiguration 
also appears in the other two synoptic gospels, 
Matthew and Luke.) In Mark, Jesus takes Peter,
James, and John up a high mountain, apart 
from the other apostles and disciples.

There, Jesus is transfigured (changed in form 
and appearance) and appears in dazzling 
white clothes. Elijah, the great prophet, and
Moses, through whom the Israelites were given the law, appear with Jesus. A cloud appears,
overshadowing them, and a voice states, “This is my beloved Son. Listen to him.” Jesus charges
the three to not share with anyone what they had seen “except when the Son of Man had risen 
from the dead.” They keep their experience to themselves, pondering what Jesus meant by rising 
from the dead.

How are we to understand the Transfiguration? The story of the Transfiguration is also proclaimed 
on the second Sunday of Lent—a key part of Jesus’ journey towards the Cross. The Catechism of the 
Catholic Church draws parallels between Jesus’ Baptism and the Transfiguration. Jesus is baptized 
at the start of his public ministry. His baptism proclaims the mystery of our first regeneration—we
die and rise again with Christ. The “Transfiguration ‘is the sacrament of the second regeneration’: 
our own Resurrection (St. Thomas Aquinas, STh III, 45, 4, ad 2). From now on we share in the 
Lord’s Resurrection through the Spirit who acts in the sacraments of the Body of Christ. 

The Transfiguration gives us a foretaste of Christ’s glorious coming, when he ‘will change our 
lowly body to be like his glorious body (Phil 3:21)’” (Catechism of the Catholic Church, no. 556).
During the Prayer after Communion, we pray that God might “transform us into the likeness
of your [his] Son, / whose radiant splendor you willed to make manifest / in his glorious 
Transfiguration.” The Collect, or opening prayer, tells us that the mystery of the Transfiguration
“prefigures our full adoption to sonship.” The Transfiguration, initially revealed to Peter, James, 
and John, reveals to all of us a taste of what is yet to come. 

The Transfiguration is the fourth of the Luminous Mysteries of the Rosary.
