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RETURNING TO 
ORDINARY LIFE

VOLVER A LA VIDA 
ORDINARIA

Six weeks into our Easter rejoicing, the Church gives 
us readings today that start preparing us for a return to 
ordinary life. The Acts of the Apostles and the Gospel 
both dwell on proper daily behavior for followers of 
Jesus, while the reading from Revelation reminds us why 
we bother with laws at all. In Acts, leaders of the church 
meet to discuss which essential elements of the Mosaic 
Law converts must obey if they wish to be disciples of 
Jesus Christ. John’s Gospel reflects back to the Last 
Supper discourse when Jesus himself emphasizes 
the importance of obeying God’s commandments. 
Observing God’s law, says Jesus, shows a desire to be 
intimate with the Lord. We follow rules not for their own 
sake, but to love God and neighbor better. This more 
excellent love brings us closer to Revelation’s vision of 
paradise, gleaming with “the splendor of God.”

Seguimos las normas no por sí mismas, sino para amar 
mejor a Dios y al prójimo. Este amor más excelente nos 
acerca a la visión del paraíso del libro del Apocalipsis, 
resplandeciente con “el esplendor de Dios”.

 WHAT DO WE OWE MARY? 
We often focus on the help we can receive from Mary. But have we carefully considered what we owe 
her as our Mother? 
St. Ignatius of Loyola explains. We owe to our mother:  love, confidence, imitation, and zeal to spread 
devotion to her. 

 - First, we owe love to her who is the beloved of our Lord; gratitude toward her who has loaded us with 
benefits; the affection of a child for our mother. 
-  Second, we owe her our confidence. Her power and her title of mother were given to her so that our 
trust in her might be unlimited, so that we might know that she would always be able and willing to 
help us. 
-  Third, we owe her our imitation. She expects from us this proof of true love. Doesn’t the child natu-
rally resemble the mother? Let this resemblance in us be the fruit of our efforts, of a careful study and 
practice of her virtues. Sons of a virgin, let’s be pure, sons of the mother of sorrows, let us be faithful 
to Jesus even to the Cross. 
-  Fourth, we owe her zeal to spread her devotion. A sincere love will produce this zeal. We must praise 
and defend all the devotional practices authorized by the Church. Her images must be venerated and 
given to others. We must love to bear her insignia, visit the places where she is honored, take pleasure 
in singing her praises, prepare for her feasts by penance, and sanctify them by the reception of the 
holy Eucharist. Let’s honor the sacred heart of Mary, and honor it by a special devotion.
